NOTE: Although it is not possible to draw a specific relationship between the addresses associated with citations issued and the addresses
for bars, restaurants, or other entertainment venues, ARA attempted a conservative estimate of the upper limit of such locations that
could have been issued a citation.

ARA identified all locations within the City limits that held a relevant TABC license for the periods described above. We then made a very
conservative assumption that every citation categorized as “static amplified” was issued to a bar, restaurant, or other entertainment
venue. Admittedly, due to the fact that the overwhelming majority of CFS related to activity at a single-family residence or multi-family
housing, that event has a very low probability of occurrence. However, the comparison presented above indicates that no more than 20%
of these establishments could have received a citation for violation of Chapter 30.
